The District tenants include Nicky’s Mexican Restaurant (South of the border style); Fatty 
Arbuckles- a purveyor of fine spirits and weekly steaks; Cohab, a co-working, office and 
business training space; Fully Stacked (Artisanal hamburgers, pizza and salads); Bon Temps 
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Coffee Bar, a trendy coffee and dessert shop;  Appli-K’s, which offers embroidery, antiques and 
more; Artipsy, a place to paint with friends; Louisiana Specialty Gifts, with all things Louisiana, 
Saints and LSU; and Proud Mary’s 360 Grill (Louisiana and soul cuisine).
