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Shreveport Fire Responds to a House Fire in the 5800 Block of 

Ledbetter St. in the Hollywood Neighborhood 

 

Shreveport, LA – On Tuesday, January 7, 2025, at approximately 12:57 AM, the Shreveport Fire 

Department was dispatched to reports of a house fire in the 5800 block of Ledbetter St. in the 

Hollywood neighborhood. The 911 call was made by several calls to 911 Dispatch Center that a 

house was on fire with smoke and flames visible.  

Upon arrival at approximately 1:06 AM, the first fire crew from Station #15, led by Captain Jason 

Addison (Engine #15), encountered heavy smoke and flames visible from the rear of the one-

story, wood-frame residence. Firefighters immediately initiated a coordinated attack to suppress 

the fire. 

The occupants of the residence were not present at the structure when the house was on fire. The 

fire was placed under control within 40 minutes of the first crew's arrival, with 10 fire units—

comprising 23 firefighters and support personnel—responding to the scene. 

The fire did not result in any injuries to Shreveport firefighters or citizens. 

The cause and origin of the fire are currently under investigation by the Shreveport Fire 

Investigation Office. 
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
