On Sunday, April 20, 2025, at approximately 11:47 a.m., Shreveport Police patrol officers responded to a report of shots 
fired in the 3500 block of Milam Street at the Villa Del Lago Apartments. Upon arrival, officers located multiple spent 
shell casings on the apartment property. Detectives with the Violent Crimes Unit were notified and began their 
investigation. 

On Monday, April 21, 2025, members of the Violent Crimes Unit conducted a follow-up investigation at the apartment 
complex. During the investigation, detectives reviewed video surveillance footage from the incident and observed a young 
Black male with dreadlocks discharging a firearm on the property. 

Through investigative efforts, detectives were able to identify a person of interest as tenant Decoreyon Roberson. Roberson 
was taken into custody without incident and transported to the Shreveport City Jail. He was charged with Illegal Use of a 
Weapon and Obstruction of Justice.
