On May 10, 2025, just after 6:45 p.m., Shreveport Police officers responded to a reported domestic disturbance in the 400 
block of West 83rd Street. Upon arrival, officers made contact with the individuals involved and conducted an on-scene 
investigation. 

Detectives determined that 28-year-old Ladarian Brackens was the primary aggressor in the incident. Brackens is accused 
of pointing a firearm at a female victim and physically assaulting her. The attack reportedly included strangulation, and it 
occurred in the presence of a child. 

As a result of the investigation, Brackens has been charged with the following offenses: 

• Domestic Abuse Battery by Strangulation 

• Aggravated Assault with a Firearm 

• Domestic Abuse Battery with Child Endangerment 

The Shreveport Police Department takes all reports of domestic violence seriously and urges anyone experiencing abuse 
to seek help.
