Boulevard. Upon arrival at 6538 Quilen Blvd., officers learned that a verbal dispute between two individuals had escalated 
into a physical altercation. 

Further investigation revealed that the suspect, identified as Henry Elow, produced a handgun during the incident and fired 
multiple shots. Fortunately, no one was injured. 

Officers assigned to the Shreveport Police Patrol Division located and arrested Elow without further incident. He was 
booked into the Shreveport City Jail on the following charges: 

• One count of Illegal Use of a Weapon 

• One count of Possession of a Firearm by a Convicted Felon
