Convicted Sex Offender Wanted Again Following Allegations Involving Juveniles 

 

Joseph Little 

On November 26, 2025, the Shreveport Police Department began an investigation into Joseph Little after receiving 
allegations of sexual misconduct involving two juveniles. Detectives conducted forensic interviews with a 13-year-old 
victim and a 12-year-old victim, during which information was obtained describing criminal and indecent behavior. 

As a result of the investigation, arrest warrants have been secured charging Little with four counts of Indecent Behavior 
with a Juvenile and one count of Contributing to the Delinquency of a Juvenile. Investigators emphasize that Little is a 
registered and convicted sex offender who has already been convicted of Aggravated Rape in a prior case and has a 
documented history of offenses against children. 

Detectives are asking for assistance from the public in locating this convicted sex offender, who is once again accused of 
crimes targeting juveniles. The Shreveport Police Department considers the safety of our youth a top priority and will 
continue to pursue Little relentlessly until he is removed from our streets and brought before the courts. 

Anyone with information regarding the whereabouts of Joseph Little is urged to contact the Shreveport Police Department 
at 318-673-7300 or Caddo Crime Stoppers at 318-673-7373. Citizens are reminded that harboring or concealing a runaway 
or fugitive juvenile or an individual wanted for crimes against children is illegal under Louisiana law and may result in 
criminal charges.
