Shreveport Police Juvenile Crimes Detectives have made arrests in two separate and disturbing cases involving crimes 
against children. 

On February 19, just after 6:00 PM, officers were dispatched to the 400 block of St. Louis Street in reference to a reported 
abuse incident. Upon arrival, officers learned that a 13-year-old victim had been struck multiple times by his mother, Searea 
Walker, causing injuries. Following an investigation, detectives arrested Searea Walker and charged her with one count of 
Cruelty to a Juvenile. 

In a separate case stemming from an incident that occurred on February 8, detectives arrested Altheamon Bristo Jr. 
Investigators determined Bristo is accused of pouring hot water on the back of a three-year-old child, causing injuries. He 
was charged with one count of Cruelty to a Juvenile. 

The Shreveport Police Department firmly believes that all children deserve to be treated with love, care, and protection. 
We remain committed to safeguarding the most vulnerable members of our community and ensuring those who harm 
children are held accountable.
